INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. Unpack the display cases, artifacts, enlarged images, timeline, framed artwork, and labels.  

The exhibition is organized into 9 sections and the material for each section should be grouped together and placed in order in your space, so that they read as a narrative.  There are detailed descriptions of each section on the following pages.  All materials are numbered on the back with their section.  Arrange the material to suit your space.  Be sure to include room for each item and its label.

2. Measure and mark the walls to mount each item as you have arranged.  Items may be hung with heavy duty foam or Velcro tape.

3. One item at a time, remove the backing on the tape to reveal the adhesive.  Carefully line up each item with the marks you have made and press firmly against the wall.  NOTE:  The adhesive is very strong and you will not get a second chance to level and situate the tape – be careful.  If using Velcro tape, however, minor adjustments can be made to the position of the panel by separating the panel (hook side Velcro) from the fuzzy side Velcro (on the wall) and then reapplying it.

4. Set up display cases in their appropriate sections.  Arrange artifacts and labels from each section on the display table.  Wearing white gloves, set the plexiglass top to each case on the display table.  It is best to have two people to do this.  Using an allen wrench and the screws provided, “lock” the top on all four sides.

5. Clean the display case tops with plexiglass cleaner.  Clean the glass frames on the artwork with windex.  Do not attempt to clean the photo-reproductions or timeline.

DEINSTALLATION

1. Carefully remove the enlarged images, labels, and timeline from the wall by placing your index fingers behind the top corners of the piece (between the piece and the wall) and gently pulling the piece forward as you slide your fingers down between the wall and the tape.  After the top corners are free, slide your fingers down the back of the piece and pull the bottom corners free in the same way.  This technique is best done without gloves on as they tend to get in the way.  Therefore, please be very careful to have clean hands and as much as possible, not to handle the fronts of these items.  Please repack these items face to face/back to back.  Place each item back in its wrapping and return to the appropriate container.  Wrap them tightly pulling the extra plastic tight and taping it so that they do not slide around and scratch each other.

2. Wearing white gloves, disassemble display cases and pack them in their boxes exactly as they were shipped to you.

3. Return each artifact to its plastic bag.  Wrap fragile artifacts in bubble wrap first.  Place the bags in the appropriate plastic container.

4. Disassemble banner stands and return them to their cases.  Roll banners and place them in poster tube.

EXHIBITION SECTIONS

1. Introduction section:  One freestanding banner (“Friends”) to be set up and placed on the floor near the entrance to the room.  One foam-board image (“Colgate”) to be hung on the wall or on a display triangle.

2. News article section:  3 62 ¼” x 26” panels printed with quotes from news articles about the Colgate crash.  These are to be hung together on the wall, also near the entrance to the room.

3. Katie Almeter:  Section should begin with her Class of 2000 senior picture.  One small display case should be set up in this section containing the stuffed bunny, track trophy, track jersey, worry dolls, and Colgate student ID with their labels.  Images to be hung on the wall in this section include the three girls playing powder puff football, Katie running track, and the two Gus Macker basketball tournament photos, all with their labels.  A CD player needs to be set up in this section as well.  It is best if it can be hidden inside of a nearby display triangle.  Put the “Somewhere Over the Rainbow” CD in the player and set it to repeat.  Hang the audio label in an appropriate spot near the speakers.

4. Rachel Nargiso:  Section should begin with her Class of 2000 senior picture.  One small display case should be set up in this section containing the framed photo of Rachel and Kristen Mundy, quote book left open, and Mardi Gras mask with their labels.  One enlarged image (Grannies) should be hung in this section with its label.  Four 16 x 20 framed art pieces (The Famous Kiss, Anne Frank, The Immigrant Woman, Rachel with Her Grandfather) and their labels are to be hung here as well.

5. Emily Collins:  Section should begin with her Class of 2000 senior picture.  One large display case should be set up in this section containing the swimsuit, Norwich varsity letter, stuffed bear, framed photo of class trip to Paris, and framed photo of girls dressed up for Halloween with their labels.  Images to be hung on the wall in this section include Emily diving and the picture of the three girls with Emily’s boyfriend, Bill, and their labels.

6. Kevin King:  Section should begin with his Class of 1999 senior picture.  One large display case should be set up in this section containing the golf shoes, golf glove, Siena College blanket, Clemson hat, Hudson Valley student ID, and framed photo collage with their labels.  There is also a small case for the golf club.  Hang the club in the case with wire, mount the case on the wall or a display triangle, and hang the label next to the case.  There is an enlarged Golfweek article with label that should be hung next to the golf club. Other images to be hung in this section include Kevin’s kindergarten class picture with Rob Koester, Kevin lifting weights, Kevin at the Saratoga Racetrack, a group picture of him and his friends, Kevin with Bill Clinton, Kevin and Chris Rea in front of the Capitol, and Kevin waking Chris up when they were kids.  Finally, there is a free-standing banner of Kevin playing golf to be set up in this area.

7. Timeline section:  Set up the two large, shallow display cases against a long wall in this area.  Place the following items and their labels in the cases in this order: Emily’s student planner, email from Katie to her mother, canvas bag Emily packed for her trip, red tank top Katie wore that night, picture of Katie and Elke taken hours before the crash, Emily’s shoes, jeans, perfume, and lip gloss, Kevin’s CD wallet, Rachel’s wallet, keys, and Hobart ID, Emily’s purse, the two New York State Police BAC reports, post-collision reconstruction, Emily, Katie, and Rachel’s obituaries, and the prayer card from Kevin’s memorial service.  

The three timeline panels should be hung in order on the wall directly above the cases. 

The following enlarged images with their labels should be hung directly above the timeline in this order: Delta Kappa Epsilon fraternity house, strip of photographs taken a few hours before the crash, crashed Jeep on Oak Drive, mourners laying flowers by the tree, Rob Koester on trial.

8. Crash section:  Images to be hung in this section include the remaining images of the crashed Jeep and the New York State Police teletype with their labels.

9. Interactive section:  This area should have a table with chairs for people to sit and look through the photograph albums and books provided.  The guest book and viewer evaluations, with pens, should be placed on the table also.  This section also requires a TV/VCR setup.  The Friends videotape should be set up on a loop so that when it ends, it rewinds itself and begins to replay.  Hang the Interactives introduction panel near the entrance to this area.  Other images to be hung here include the Norwich families with the grannies, Princeton Review piece about Colgate, and the enlarged alcohol ads.  Finally, there is a freestanding Acknowledgements banner to be placed in this area.
